The program of the School-conference will include lectures by leading Russian scientists, oral and poster presentation by the participants, round-table discussions concerning the role of young scientists in the development and progress of science, and lectures and presentations by commercial organizations.

12. Photobiology and Plant Physiology (photobio).

To participate in the School-conference you will need to do the following by March 1, 2011: 
1) Register on online at www.biology21.ru by submitting the registration form and all required information in your profile. (For additional information please see: “Recommendation for the registration and the abstract application for the participants of the School-conference.”) 
2) Submit a file with the text of your abstract to the web site of School-conference, following requirements listed in: “Recommendation for registration and abstract application for the participants of School-conference.” Please note that you do not need to send the printed version of your abstract and registration form.  
3) Pay the registration fee by postal transfer order to: Budanovoy Evgenii Nikolaevne, Russia, 142290, Pushchino, Moscow region, pr. Nauki, d.3. Note “Registration fee for participant in the School-conference” on the payment. Registration fee for the citizens of the Russian Federation and citizens of the Commonwealth of Independent States is 500 rubles. The registration fee covers organizing expenses, consumables and display materials, and expenses for compiling and preparing the abstract books. The registration fee is not dependent on the number of the submitted abstracts.
You also can participate in the School-conference by distance participation. To do this you need to register on the web site of the School-conference and submit an abstract, specifying in your registration form on the line “Participation” – “distance participation”. Registration fee for distance participants is 300 rubles which includes expenses for reviewing abstracts and preparation of the materials of the school-conference. By the end of the School-conference an electronic copy of the book of abstracts will be available at the web site of the school-conference. The organizing committee is not planning to distribute the book of abstracts by mail. 
Abstract Preparation Rules:

1. Volume: 1 printing page format А4, not more than 250 words;

2. Align text: align left;
3. Language of abstracts– Russian.
4. Title, if an abstract, in capITAL letters.
5. Last name and initials of the authors - lower case characters. If the authors are working in different organizations, please place the names of organizations in the same order as names of authors. If the authors are working in one organization, indicate only one organization.  
The abstracts must not have a tables, graphs, pictures or references.  
Please note that each participant may be named as a first author no more than in 2 abstracts.  
The language of the School-conference is Russian. 
Materials prepared without following these rules or submitted after a deadline will not be accepted by the Organizing Committee and will not be included in the book of abstracts.

The submitted abstracts will be reviewed by the Expert Committee. Decisions regarding about oral presentations will be made by the Expert Committee and the Organizing Committee of the School-conference.  
Authors will receive notices both regarding the acceptance of their abstracts and an invitation letter to participate in the School-conference after their abstracts have been reviewed by the Reviewing Committee. Expect to receive the notice by e-mail after March 10, 2011. 
Information about lodging will be published in the Second Information Letter.
Please note, that the 15th International Pushchino Conference of Young Scientists “Biology is the Science of the XXI Century” is accredited by FUND for DEVELOPMENT OF Small Enterprises in Science and technology for conducting the UMNIK contest. Additional information about this contest will be published in the Second Information letter.
